
 

 

PLACES TO STAY WHEN VISITING BROWN LEDGE 
 

The Burlington area offers a good variety of places to stay, in a range of prices, while 

visiting Brown Ledge. Following is a sample, but by no means is a complete list. Prices 

listed below are approximate and should be understood as estimates only. Please call 

the establishment for specific pricing.

In Burlington, about 15 minutes from camp, is the Hilton Hotel, formerly the Wyndam. 

It is located downtown at 60 Battery Street overlooking Lake Champlain, and very near 

both the lake and Church Street. Church Street is the pedestrian mall at the heart of 

downtown which offers a  range of shopping and dining, including sidewalk cafes.  

Approximate price range - $200 - $300.   802-658-6500. 

 

Next to the Hilton in downtown Burlington is the Courtyard Marriott - Burlington 

Harbor.  Approximate price range - $200 to $300 per night. Address 25 Cherry Street, 

Burlington. 802 864 4700. 

 

About 15 to 20 minutes from camp, at Exit 14 W of I-89, near the University of Vermont 

and not far from both the airport and downtown Burlington, is the Sheraton Hotel - 802 

862 6576.  

 

Nearby, at Exit 14 E of Interstate 89, and also near the Burlington Airport are the

In Shelburne, 15 or so miles from camp, is Willow Pond Farm, a bed & breakfast with 

200 acres of property.  Price is approximately in the $105 to $155 range for a double 

room.  Call 802-985-8505 for details. 

 

Just off Interstate 89 at Exit 16, in Colchester, Vermont (about 6 miles from camp) are 

three relatively new motels - the Hampton Inn, the Fairfield Inn and Motel 6. The 

Hampton Inn (802-655-6177) offers an indoor pool, restaurant, continental breakfast and 

exercise room.  Rooms are approximately in the $125 to $180.   
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The Fairfield Inn, owned by Marriott, (802-655-1400 or 1-800-228-2800) offers rates in 

the $75- $130 range.  It has an outdoor pool but no restaurant. Continental breakfast is 

included. 

 

Motel 6 (802 654 6860) is about 5 years old and offers rates in the $70 to $125 range. 

 

 

In the Hill Section of Burlington, near the University of Vermont, is the Willard Street 

Inn (349 South Willard Street). It is a bed and breakfast type establishment with 15 

rooms in a wonderful old house. Approximate rates $120 to $300 range - breakfast 

included.  802 651 8710. 

 

Also in the Hill Section, near the University and Downtown/Lake Champlain, is The 

Lang House.  Rooms are in the $145 to $235 range. It is a bed & breakfast/inn offering 

rooms all with private baths, TV, etc. and set in a great turn of the century house. 802 652

In Essex, about 15 minutes from camp, is the The Essex (formerly The Inn at Essex) run 

by the New England Culinary Institute and its students. Room rates are generally $175 

and up. In the past, the Inn has given discounts if you identify yourself as a Brown Ledge 

family, depending upon availability. Telephone 802 878 1100. 

  

In Shelburne, Vermont, about 30 to 40 minutes south of camp, is the Inn at Shelburne 

Farm.  Near the Shelburne Museum, the Inn is part of a large estate and working farm on 

Lake Champlain with magnificent views of the Adirondacks and offering wonderful 

dining.  Call 802-985-8498 for prices and details. 

 

About an hour south of camp is the Basin Harbor Club (1 800 622 4000 or 802 475 

2311), a family resort on Lake Champlain in the Vergennes/Panton area. Rooms in the 

Lodge are in the $225 to $450 range; Cottages are in the $350 to $950 range per night. 

 

Also about an hour from Brown Ledge is Stowe, Vermont which has a spectrum of 

restaurants and places to stay – resorts, inns, and motels. Visit www.gostowe.com for 

details on choices.
